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DEVELOPMENT OF THE AGRO-INDUSTRIAL COMPLEX

The comprehensive development of rural areas, the development of the agroindustrial complex,
and import substitution of agricultural products are issues overseen by the Commission of

the Civic Chamber of the Russian Federation on Agroindustrial Complex and Rural Areas
Development. The products of the "Istra Cheese Dairy" have gained wide recognition in Russia
and abroad. It is headed by Civic Chamber member, farmer, and entrepreneur Oleg Sirota. The
cheeses he produces have repeatedly received awards at prestigious international competitions.

Members of the Civic Chamber are also involved in environmental issues. Elena
Sharoykina, head of the relevant Commission, visits sites that may violate environmental
standards. In 2022, she visited the Moscow Oil Refinery in Kapotnya, managed by the
"Gazprom Neft" company.

During the coronavirus epidemic, the Civic Chamber launched the special project #UnderControl2020 and a

hotline for citizens' appeals. A year later, the Civic Chamber of the Russian Federation initiated the awareness
campaign "I Am Not Afraid of Vaccines" on issues of immunization against coronavirus infection.
